The Research Question
“Finding the right question is often more important than finding the right answer.”  (Tukey 1980).

Questions to ask yourself:

What are my questions?

What data do I need to collect?

•
What data am I able to collect?

•
How do I measure the data accurately?

•
What external forces are acting on my biological system?  Can I measure them?

•
How does variation affect my data and the results?

•
How will I report my results in a comprehensive manner?
